Gesu is committed 
to providing an excellent education, character formation, and leadership 
motivation to at-risk, mostly non-Catholic children from the surrounding 
North Philadelphia neighborhood, one that is characterized by poverty and 
violence. Tremendous friends and leaders such as Mark Solomon make 
Gesu School possible.

Gesu serves students in need.
   •  Admissions are non-selective.
   •  Most students enter Gesu at least two years below grade level.
   •  Over 70% qualify for free/reduced breakfast and lunch. 
   •  Over 80% live in single-adult households.
   •  100% are African-American.
   •  Only 10% are Catholic.

Gesu provides a solid education, including:
   •  The proven Archdiocesan curriculum.
   •  Full-time teachers in art, music, computers, remedial language    
      arts, advanced writing, advanced math and physical education.
   •  6:1 faculty/student ratio, plus 3 part-time teachers, 6 full-time aides, 
      and 26 regular volunteers.
   •  Capacity to serve a wide range of  abilities and learning styles.
   •  After-school and summer academic, enrichment and remedial programs.

  Gesu’s actual cost per student is roughly 1/2 of  a public school’s cost and only  
  1/3 of  the tuition charged by area private schools.
